“Good Practices and Lessons Learned on Public Private Partnerships

for Disaster Risk Reduction”

The International Strategy for Disaster Reduction (UN/ISDR) secretariat has released a new publication series on good practices and lessons learned focussing on different topics. To facilitate knowledge sharing and the exchange of information on Public Private Partnerships, the UN/ISDR secretariat is collecting good practices and lessons learned in this area with focus on Disaster Risk Reduction.

The private sector can play an important role by investing more funding into preparedness and disaster reduction efforts for both their own business continuum as well as into the local communities where their workforce resides.  For multi-national companies with global reach, partnerships built on socio-economic could emphasize and focus more on disaster risk reduction efforts.
