	Background: 


	The Asia region continues to demonstrate leadership in disaster risk reduction at government, NGO and community levels. As a result, many communities face less risk to disasters than prior to the 2004 Indian Ocean tsunami. However, population growth and changing hazard patterns also increased vulnerabilities and put more people at risk of disasters. More needs to be done to build the resilience of communities to disasters, and Governments cannot do this alone.

The role of NGOs, national red cross/red crescent societies, communities, academic and scientific institutions, as well as other national and international stakeholders, is critical to build resilience to disasters. This is acknowledged and endorsed in the priority action areas of the Hyogo Framework for Action. While many governments have increased  participation in DRR initiatives through establishment of National Platforms or other national coordination mechanisms, it is evident that additional efforts are required to include stakeholders from various backgrounds.
As the focus for this 3rd Asian Ministerial Conference on Disaster Risk Reduction is on multi-stakeholder partnerships, there is an opportunity to consider how the (strong) national and regional leadership in disaster risk reduction in Asia can enhance greater multi-stakeholder and multi-sectoral mechanisms for DRR. By reviewing some of the key experiences of countries with established and emerging multi-sectoral National Platforms for DRR, as well as some of the successes of multi-stakeholder engagement by other national coordinating mechanisms, we have an opportunity to identify key issues to take into account for building functional multi-stakeholder approaches to disaster risk reduction in Asia.

This session will review examples of multi-stakeholder participation and coordination for disaster risk reduction, and seek to identify milestones and key criteria for enhancing the effectiveness and sustainability of disaster risk measures overseen by multi-stakeholder national coordinating mechanisms. It is planned that findings and recommendations of the session will guide an envisaged regional strategy for building functional and more inclusive national coordinating mechanisms in line with the Hyogo Framework for Action and the ISDR guidelines for National Platforms.

	Session Objectives: 


	· Present and share lessons learned of the established and emerging National Platforms in the Asia region, as well as other national coordinating mechanisms for disaster risk reduction; 

· Identify key issues to be addressed by Governments and ISDR partners from civil society and regional and global development agencies in order to support and develop national multi-stakeholder coordination mechanisms for disaster risk reduction;
· Provide recommendations and agree to a way forward to build strong multi-stakeholder national coordination mechanisms for disaster risk reduction in Asia.
